Vukovar
Even though conflict in the area of Srijem and Baranja in eastern Croatia had been escalating since the spring of 1991, intensive shelling of the city and powerful non-selective air and artillery attacks by the JNA against Vukovar started on 15 August 1991. It is estimated that some 15 thousand people had been left in the city by that point. During the three months of the attacks, the JNA, which would take the city on 18 November 1991, had almost no control over the accompanying Serb paramilitary units. In that period, Vukovar was completely destroyed. What followed were executions, crimes and imprisonment. After the city's defences were defeated, the prisoners were taken to camps in Stajićevo and Begejci, and in Sremska Mitrovica. It is estimated there were between 2500 and 5000 people
. 
The crimes committed in Vukovar and the surrounding area, from the start of conflict until 18 November 1991, have been only partially investigated and prosecuted. The remains of 350 persons who went missing in the Vukovar area have not been found yet. 
Up until 1991, Vukovar was a multi-ethnic city. According to the 1990 population census, its population was made up of 47.2% Croats, 32.3% Serbs, 1.2% Hungarians, 0.2% Germans, and 18.8% others (Rusyns, Czechs, Slovaks, Ukrainians, Albanians, Bosniaks, Montenegrins, Roma, Macedonians). The 2011 population census shows a change in demographics. There are now 57.37% Croats, 34.87% Serbs, 1.25% Hungarians, 6.30% others
. Although they are entitled to it by law, members of the Serb people in Vukovar still do not have the right to official use of their language and alphabet. 
To date, the Vukovar city authorities have not allowed the mounting of a memorial plaque for Serb civilian war victims. 
The International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia convicted Mile Mrkšić (20 years in prison) and Veselin Šljivčanin (10 years) for crimes committed in Vukovar. The accused Slobodan Milošević died in the detention unit in 2006, while the accused Vojislav Šešelj was granted temporary release on the eve of the Day of Remembrance devoted to victims from Vukovar in November last year. The proceedings against Vojislav Šešelj and Goran Hadžić are at the stage of first instance judgements, while Franko Simatović and Jovica Stanišić were acquitted by first-instance judgements of the ICTY.

The Vukovar Hospital 
Since the beginning of intensive attacks against the city, the hospital had been shelled on a daily basis. By 20 November 1991, the hospital was caring for 4000 wounded patients in conditions without electricity, water or food, medical supplies or medicines. 
On 19 October 1991, in cooperation with Doctors Without Borders, the first and only humanitarian convoy was organised to transport about one hundred of the most severely wounded patients. After the defence of the city were defeated, at least 260 wounded, civilians and medical staff were taken from the hospital. On 20 November 1991, 200 of them were killed at the Ovčara farm. The fate of the rest is still unknown
.
Since 2006, the hospital contains a permanent exhibition “Place of Memory – Vukovar Hospital 1991”.
Homeland War Memorial Centre 
Located on the premises of the former barracks of the 204th Vukovar Brigade. This exhibition space, according to the official website of the Centre, “is a central point of activities and localities related to the memory of the Homeland War and the tragedy of Vukovar.”
The Centre is, therefore, also at the core of the project “Visits by 8th graders to Vukovar” which is part of the primary school curriculum in Croatia. 
A number of exhibitions are currently on: 
· “Battle for Vukovar”, interior exhibition
· Exterior exhibition - weapons
· Replica of the Stajićevo and Begejci detention camps
Homeland War Memorial Cemetery
The process of exhuming and identifying victims was accompanied by arrangements and maintenance of the Cemetery of Croat Defenders from the Homeland War - today the Homeland War Memorial Cemetery (this status granted by the Croatian Government in 2000). 
The plans for the Memorial Cemetery included plans for marking the site of the mass grave where 938 marble crosses were placed, representing the number of exhumed victims. That same year, a memorial monument was inaugurated, a patinated bronze statue 4 meters tall, with a cross and eternal flame in the middle, the work of Prof Đurđica Ostoja
.
Ovčara
Ovčara is the name of a farm that used to be part of an agricultural conglomerate some 5 kilometres south-east of Vukovar. 
In the night of 20-21 November 1991, more than 200 wounded patients and medical staff taken from the Vukovar hospital were executed there. This crime was committed by members of the Territorial Defence of Vukovar, which used to be part of the JNA at the time, and the „Leva supoderica” volunteer unit. In re-trial proceedings in 2009, the War Crimes Chamber of the District Court in Belgrade convicted the following people for war crimes against prisoners committed in Ovčara in 1991: Miroljub Vujović, Stanko Vujanović, Predrag Milojević, Đorđe Šošić, Miroslav Đanković, Saša Radak (all sentenced to 20 years in prison), Ivan Atanasijević and Milan Vojinović (15 years), Jovica Perić (13 years), Nada Kalaba (11 years), Milan Lančužanin (6 years), Goran Mugoša and Predrag Dragović (5 years). 
Criticism of the proceedings states that the indictment did not include members of the former JNA for whom serious indications of shared responsibility for the crimes were established during trial. Another objection was that the trial did not devote special attention to determining the status of the prisoners (civilians and wounded patients, especially given that one of the victims was a woman at an advanced stage of pregnancy), and instead treated all of them as prisoners of war
. 
The Ovčara Memorial was opened on 20 November  2006, at the hangar where the prisoners were kept. 
Jasenovac
JUSP Jasenovac
The Independent State of Croatia was established on 10 April 1941 with the full cooperation of Nazi Germany and Fascist Italy. During its four years of existence, NDH was ruled by the Ustasha movement under the leadership of Ante Pavelić. On 7 June 1941, during Pavelić's first visit to Hitler, he received the full support of Nazi Germany for his genocidal policy against the Serb population. It was agreed that the Serb question would be resolved by mass expulsions of Serbs to Serbia, mass killings in the field and deportation to concentration camps
. 
From August 1941 to 22 April 1945, the Jasenovac concentration camp, called a collection and labour camp by the Ustashas, with units in Bročice, Krapje, Jasenovac and Stara Gradiška, numerous camp economies in forcibly displaced villages and numerous execution sites on both sides of the Sava and Una rivers, was the site of imprisonment, forced labour and liquidations primarily of Serbs, who were to be exterminated from the Independent State of Croatia in order to create an ethnically pure territory, as well as Jews and Roma, who were discriminated by race laws. A significant number of Croats - communists and antifascists were also killed at the camp, as well as members of their families and others opposed to the Ustasha regime. 
There is no agreement about the number of Jasenovac victims. In terms of official data, JUSP-Jasenovac has a list of 83,145
 names of victims identified to date (estimates of the total number of victims range from 80,000 to 100,000), while the pages of JUSP-Donja Gradina speak of 700,000 victims
 (the estimated number of victims of the Ustasha concentration camp at Jasenovac was created in the first post-war days as a direct effect of a speech given by Josip Broz Tito in Osijek in early June 1945, when he said that Yugoslavia had a million and five hundred thousand victims in the Second World War. This number of victims became the basis for war reparations sought from Germany, while the Commission to determine the crimes of the occupiers and their collaborators was given the number of victims, even though investigators in the field compiling lists of victims published in 1946 and 1964 did not manage to record this many victims. Official lists were placed under embargo and the numbers (the total number of victims in Yugoslavia in the Second World War of 1,700,000 and 700,000 victims at KCL Jasenovac), though not backed by research, became official
)
At the end of the Second World War, the camp itself was dynamited, burned and destroyed. Traces of the barracks and buildings remained, as well as parts of the camp railway and the foundations of the camp wall, and in 1956, measures were proposed to preserve the remains of the buildings and mark the mass graves. 
Bogdan Bogdanović designed the monument in Jasenovac, the Flower Monument as a “symbol of eternal renewal - the superstructure has a dual orientation - the crypt faces the victims where it is rooted, and the crown, a type of inverse dome faces the light of the sun. Symbolically, towards life and freedom...”
 In line with Bogdanović's design, the camp buildings were not reconstructed - because reconstruction cannot be authentic - instead their locations were marked by mounds and depressions. The monument was inaugurated on 4 July 1966. 
In 1983, the Jasenovac Memorial area was expanded to include all the localities of the former Jasenovac camp: the Ciglana [brick factory] camp III, the Kožara [tannery] in the town of Jasenovac, Donja Gradina, Uštica, Krapje, Bročice, Mlaka, Jablanac, Dubičke krečane, Bistrica and Stara Gradiška.
Today, the Jasenovac Memorial area is designated a “place (...) of reflection and learning, a place to form an individual attitude towards evil and crime, towards the value of each human life, based on moral principles requiring each of us to contribute to the development of a more humane future”
.
Donja Gradina
The majority of Jasenovac victims were killed in the village of Donja Gradina located across from Camp III – Ciglana, on the right bank of the Sava river, in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Edged by the Una River in the west and the Sava River to the north and east, this swampy area partly covered by forest and undergrowth is completely isolated. The population of Donja Gradina had been expelled or killed. Because of its geographic isolation, Donja Gradina was the site of mass liquidations from the start of 1942 until the last days of the camp. Donja Gradina was connected to Camp III Ciglana in Jasenovac by a raft ferry that transported prisoners to Gradina
. 
Nine grave fields contain 105 mass graves of total surface area of 10,130 m². Another 22 mass graves were subsequently discovered, whose areas has not yet been determined. Almost 11 kilometres of footpaths lead through the largest execution site of the Jasenovac camp whose nine grave fields are marked by signs containing data on the size of the grave field, the number of mass graves and their area. 
Where the Una River flows into the Sava River, there is the “Poplar of Sighs” or “Poplar of fra Satan” (this is how the prisoners used to call the Ustasha Major fra Miroslav Filipović Majstorović, who was notorious for his torture techniques), a natural monument. The poplar was used for hangings and the most brutal torture of victims. After the rotted tree trunk toppled over in 1978, it was preserved and set on metal brackets in a horizontal position. 
After 1991, with the dissolution of SFRY, the Jasenovac Memorial area was geographically and administratively divided into two independent institutions: the Jasenovac Memorial area in the Republic of Croatia and the Donja Gradina Memorial area in Bosnia and Herzegovina. 
Prijedor
This area at the foot of Mount Kozara suffered a similar fate in the recent 1992-1995 war, this time through systematic persecution of Bosniaks and Croats. Judgements of the International Criminal Tribunal
 for the Former Yugoslavia determined a series of incontrovertible facts about the deaths of thousands of victims, including the mass killings at the camps in Omarska, Keraterm and Trnopolje, in towns and villages populated by Bosniaks throughout the municipality, and on Mount Vlašić
. The evidence presented at trial demonstrated the existence of an organised and systematic campaign of persecution in Prijedor involving political, police and military structures. 
Most of the crimes tried by the International Tribunal were committed after the political, military and police forces of the Bosnian Serbs took control of Prijedor (in the night between 29 and 30 April 1992). On 31 May 1992, the Prijedor authorities issued an order requiring all non-Serbs to mark their houses by displaying a white sheet and to wear white armbands when leaving their homes. A few years ago, an initiative was launched to mark 31 May as White Armband Day in memory of the civilian victims from Prijedor. 
Names, photographs and personal information about the 3176 killed and missing from the municipality of Prijedor were published in the Book of the Missing from Prijedor Municipality “Innocents”
. Since the death camps and other sites of killings in Prijedor do not have memorials, this book is of great importance for preserving the memory of civilian victims from Prijedor. The cited number is not final. 
Omarska
The Omarska camp was established in late May 1992 in the iron mine near Prijedor, and it was closed in late August 1992. During scarcely three months, more than 3334 prisoners were held at the camp. The living conditions were abominable, and the abuse of prisoners was constant
. Information about the camp became public when reporters of Channel Four, ITN and The Guardian received permission from Radovan Karadžić, the Bosnian Serb leader at the time, to photograph these sites in response to accusations of there being concentration camps
. Omarska and Keraterm were closed shortly thereafter. Some of the prisoners that had been held there were loaded onto buses and later killed (126 remains were found at the Hrastova Glavica pit), and some were transferred to the camps at Manjača and Trnopolje. In mid-August, 200 people were pulled off a convoy on Mount Vlašić. 12 survived the massacre that ensued at Korićanske stijene. 
This site
, like the above mentioned camps, is still not marked by a memorial plaque, despite requests from the families of victims. Today, Omarska is owned by ArcelorMittal. The original initiative for a memorial plaque to mark this camp was opposed by the long-standing Mayor of Prijedor Marko Pavić. Although he later had a change of heart, recorded in a conversation with a representative of the Council of Europe Office in 2013, we have no information about any negotiations to install a memorial plaque on the premises of the mine. Entrance to the Omarska mine premises can be gained only by prior announcement and permission from the management. 
Keraterm
The Keraterm camp was located within what was once a ceramics factory. From 24 May to 30 August, more than 3000 Bosniaks and Croats were imprisoned at this site
. The camp prisoners were men aged 15 to 60. 
Between 150 and 200 detainees were killed here in the night of 24 July 1992. The crime would later become known as the “Massacre in Room 3”. 
Trnopolje
In this village near Prijedor, in a local primary school and school yard, the military and police authorities of the Prijedor municipalities established what was initially a transit camp. At the time when Omarska and Keraterm were operating, elderly men, women and children were brought here to prepare for their deportation from the territory controlled by the Bosnian Serbs. Between May and November 1992, 4000 to 7000 people were held at the camp daily. 
It has been established before the ICTY, that a few hundred people were killed at the Trnopolje camp, while countless others were subjected to various forms of torture and violence, including a large number of rapes
.
The first person prosecuted by the International Criminal Tribunal for crimes committed at the Omarska camp was Duško Tadić, the former president of the local committee of the Serb Democratic Party (SDS). He was sentenced to 20 years in prison. 
The highest ranking perpetrator convicted by the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia for crimes committed in Prijedor was Milomir Stakić, a former municipal political leader. He was sentenced to 40 years in prison having been found responsible for the extermination, killing and persecution of thousands of non-Serb civilians in the municipality. Radoslav Brđanin, president of the Crisis Headquarters of the Krajina Autonomous Region, was sentenced to 32 years in prison. 
The other indicted individuals convicted by the ICTY for crimes committed in these camps include the Omarska camp commander Miroslav Kvočka (7 years), shift commanders Mlađo Radić (20 years) and Milojica Kos (6 years), deputy camp commander Dragoljub Prcać (5 years) and Zoran Žigić (25 years) who had no official position, but was found guilty of committing crimes in all three camps, Omarska, Keraterm and Trnopolje
. 
The Court of BiH convicted Željko Mejakić (21 years in prison), Momčilo Gruban (7 years), Dušan Fuštar (9 years) and Dušan Knežević (31 years) for crimes committed in Omarska and Keraterm. 
In their guilty plea agreements, Dušan Sikirica (sentenced to 15 years in prison), Damir Došen (5 years in prison) and Dragan Kolundžija (3 years in prison)
 conceded that there was ample evidence that the Bosnian Muslims and Bosnian Croats and other non-Serbs were subjected to inhumane conditions during their confinement in the Keraterm camp (insufficient food and water; inadequate medical care and treatment; overcrowding and lack of opportunities for fresh air and exercise; and lack of proper hygiene arrangements). 
Apart from crimes committed in the camps, ICTY cases also dealt with other crimes committed outside the camps in the Prijedor municipality. Darko Mrđa (sentenced to 17 years in prison), member of the police intervention squad in Prijedor admitted that he had participated in a crime committed on 21 August 1992 on Mount Vlašić
.
Biljana Plavšić (11 years in prison) signed a guilty plea agreement in 2003 conceding that she had participated in developing and implementing a campaign to separate ethnic groups. She admitted that the result was the death and expulsion of thousands of victims, most often in circumstances of great brutality. With respect to the crimes committed in Prijedor, Biljana Plavšić conceded that killings and beating were committed in Omarska and that prisoners were treated inhumanely
. 
High-ranking police officials of Republika Srpska during the war, Mića Stanišić and Stojan Župljanin (22 years in prison each), Momčilo Krajišnik (first instance judgement sentence of 27 years reduced to 20 years) were tried for crimes committed (inter alia) in the territory of the Prijedor municipality, while the trials of Radovan Karadžić and Ratko Mladić are still under way. 
Tomašica
Although its existence had been indicated before, the Tomašica mass grave was discovered only in 2013. Tomašica is one of the largest mass graves from the 1992-1995 war. By November 2013, the remains of 430 people had been exhumed at this site
. In August last year, a secondary grave was discovered at Jakarina kosa near Prijedor, where remains from the Tomašica grave had been moved. It is estimated that this secondary grave contains the remains of over 200 people

On 23 October 2014, the ICTY Trial Chamber approved the motion of the Prosecution to reopen its case at the trial of Ratko Mladić so that evidence related to the Tomašica mass grave could be presented. Ratko Mladić, former Commander of the Bosnian Serb Army (VRS) Main Staff, stands accused of genocide and a multitude of other crimes committed against non-Serb civilians in BiH from May 1992 to late 1995. 

Tomašica is a populated village in the Prijedor Municipality, which makes the concealment of this locality from the public eye for over 20 years all the more mysterious. 
Hrastova glavica
From 7 to 16 December 1998, the remains of 124 people were exhumed from the natural pit at Hrastova glavica
. The remains were of men aged between 20 and 62, previously held at the Omarska and Keraterm camps in the summer of 1992. 
 On 6 August 1992, they were taken from the camps towards Sanski Most under the pretext of being part of an exchange of prisoners. Instead, they were brought to this site where they were shot and thrown into the pit. During the exhumation, it was found that the remains of two bodies dated back to the time of the Second World War. 
The Hrastova glavica memorial was inaugurated to mark 20 years since the crime. 
Sanski Most – Šušnjar Memorial Complex
The monument to victims of fascist terror and NOR
 fighters of Sanski Most and the surrounding area was built in 1971. A few years ago, the Memorial Complex was pronounced a national monument of Bosnia and Herzegovina. 
The Zagreb based sculptor Vanja Radauš proposed a design for the monument that would be fashioned in the shape of human bones, but the proposal was rejected with the explanation that the composition would remind visitors to the complex of hatred towards the perpetrators, which was not the desired effect. The design was ultimately entrusted to the Sarajevo based sculptor Petar Krstić. 

At the beginning of the war, a concrete cross was erected within the memorial complex and plaques bearing the names of Muslim victims and fighters were removed.

� The Izvor Association of Prijedor Women designed a memorial plaque, wishing to place it at Korićanske stijene. However, the local authorities of the Kneževo Municipality withheld permission. That is why every 21 August, a commemoration is held at Korićanske stijene and the memorial plaque is brought and temporarily installed at the site. After the commemoration, the plaque is returned to Prijedor. 


� The prisoners were, among other things, subjected to “physical violence, constant humiliation, degradation, inhuman conditions and fear for their lives. Hundreds of detainees were killed…,severe beatings were commonplace. All manner of weapons were used during these beatings, including wooden batons, metal rods, baseball bats, lengths of thick industrial cable that had metal balls affixed to the end, rifle butts, and knives. The killings, beatings, sexual assaults, and other cruel and humiliating actions were committed on every shift and often in front of other detainees. � Summing up the findings in this case, Judge Almiro Rodrigez stated the following with respect to the conditions at the Omarska camp: “The prisoners were fed little, the food was usually rotten, and they had almost no water. There were no real toilets and they had to use buckets or the corner of a room to relieve themselves, or else soil themselves. The sick or wounded detainees received little or no treatment. In general the men were wasted, weakened, and exhausted from the fact of living in a climate of violence and fear. They did not know when their name would be called. They knew however that when their name was called, it was not so much for interrogation as for beating. ... The women were not beaten, but some women were molested, others, or even the same, were raped. In other words, there was no area of the camp where a detainee could feel safe or, quite simply, hope not to be beaten or subjected to some form of violence. ... A father was beaten to death in front of his son. The men shrieked with pain. There was blood on the walls and on the ground. The men who came out of there alive had open wounds, could not stand or were unconscious. The corpses removed from there had open wounds to the skull, severed joints, slit throats. � Darko Mrđa participated in escorting an organised convoy of Muslim and non-Serb civilians from Tukovi and the Trnopolje camp in Prijedor towards the municipality of Travnik. At a location on the road along the Ilomska river, between Skender Vakuf and Mount Vlašić, the convoy stopped. At this location, Darko Mrđa and other members of the intervention squad actively implemented orders to separate military-aged men from the rest of the convoy. Darko Mrđa was among those who personally selected the approximately 200 men who war loaded into two buses and taken to Korićanske stijene. The men from one bus were escorted off it,  escorted to the side of the road above a deep ravine, ordered to kneel, and then were shot and killed. The men from the other bus were taken off in smaller groups of two or three and then shot and killed. Together with the other members of the intervention squad, Darko Mrđa personally and directly participated in unloading, guarding, escorting, shooting and killing the unarmed men at Korićanske stijene.
